USS NORTH CAROLINA

SSN-777

She’s quiet, she’s lethal and she’s coning
soon to an ocean near you.

Say hello to the USS North Carolina, a 377-
foot nucl ear-powered attack submari ne under
construction at a Newport News, Va.
shipyard. It is the first Navy vessel to
carry the state’s nane since the battleship
North Carolina, now a state historic site
in WImngton, was decomni ssioned in 1947.

I got an advance peek at the new North
Carolina | ast weekend when two master chief
petty officers came to Salisbury to give a
whi z-bang briefing to a reunion of Wrld
War Il and Cold War submarine crews.

Much of what | heard sounded |ike techo-
babble to a confirmed | andl ubber but | know
this: submarine novies will never be the
sane. Forget “Run Silent, Run Deep.” Forget
“Hunt for Red October.” Forget the crusty
old captain turning his grease-stained hat
around and ordering “Up periscope” while
searching for the eneny. Instead, think of
a $2.2 billion video gane with lots of
things that go “boom”

Mast er Chief Petty O ficer Don Kultti, the
top enlisted man in the Atlantic submarine
force, outlined a typical mssion for the
new North Carolina:

Sent to investigate reports of weapons of
mass destruction in a coastal country, the
North Carolina slides through shall ow water
just off shore. It |aunches an unmanned
underwat er vessel that maps a safe route
through a mnefield. Then Navy SEALS go out
t hrough an airlock, retrieve their gear
from outside storage |lockers and clinmb into
their 16-man mni-sub riding on the deck of
t he not her ship.

The m ni-sub follows the safe route to the
shore, the SEALS retrieve sanples fromthe
suspect ed weapons cache and return to the
nmot her ship where the bad stuff is quickly
anal yzed in an on-board | aboratory.

The sub then lets |oose with a barrage of
Tomahawk cruise missiles which turn the
target into dust. Then the good guys head
for home at 25+ knots, sow ng m nes behind
to deter pursuers. Torpedoes will take care
of any eneny ships that don’t take the
hint. And if necessary, the North Carolina
can dive bel ow 800 feet to hide.

The traditional periscope of old novie fane
is now a digital TV canera operated from a
conputer termnal. Those who control the



boat with touch-screen conputers are called
pilot and co-pilot. And best of all, every
menber of the crew has his own bunk, a rare
| uxury for American submarine crews. The
USS North Carolina is scheduled to be
finished in 2006 and put to sea in 2007.
The new North Carolina is the fifth warship
to carry the state’s nane. The first was a
three-masted sailing ship that served from
1824 to 1866. From 1863 to 1864, the
Confederate ironclad North Carolina
patroll ed the Cape Fear region. An arnored
crui ser nanmed North Carolina served in
World War |. The World War Il battleship
that is now a tourist destination received
12 battle stars for its service in that

war. It also earned the nicknane, “The

I mmortal Showboat” for the splendid way it

| ooked when it sailed off to war.

Last weekend, the old submariners slowy
tolled a ship’s bell for each Anmerican
submarine |l ost at sea. It was a solem and
deepl y- novi ng cerenony.
